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· Caseload

The Board has received 39 cases since becoming operational in 1999. Two cases are currently pending. More than half (56%) of all cases filed during the twelve years the Board has been operational were filed within the last 5 years.

· Respondents: The average complaint includes allegations against more than one respondent. 

In the cases filed since 1999:
Prosecutors comprise 44% of all respondents named.  
Law enforcement agents or agencies comprise approximately 24% of all respondents named.

Judges comprise 16% of all respondents named.

County victim witness staff or offices comprise 8% of all respondents named.

Local county or village officials comprise 5% of all respondents named.

· Probable Cause 
Complaints often contain more than one allegation.  The Board makes a probable cause decision on each allegation contained in a complaint.  

Probable cause was found to exist with regard to at least one allegation in 67% of all complaints filed. In nearly half of all complaints filed, at least one allegation was dismissed for lack of probable cause.   
Thirty-eight percent of complaints contained at least one allegation that could not be acted upon because the subject matter was not within the legal jurisdiction of the Board.  In most of these cases, the complaint contained additional allegations which were within the jurisdiction of the Board and were acted upon.   
· Hearings:  The Board has conducted twelve evidentiary hearings.
· Remedies
The Board has issued 8 private reprimands and 21 Reports and Recommendations.  It has issued two Special Reports in accordance with its authority to issue reports concerning the securing and provision of victim rights and services.
· Judicial Appeals:  1 case reversed on appeal; 1 case affirmed on appeal
